The seventh grade team has many fun and educational experiences planned for your student this year.  We hope to help each student create lasting memories of the seventh grade year that will last a lifetime.

In early October we will do our first interdisciplinary unit on World War II.    We will spend six days of special classes where each student will make and decipher codes, make a timeline, study the holocaust, learn about the science breakthroughs of the era and hear from actual WWII veterans. During this week the kids will also learn to swing dance and go to their first real USO dance on Saturday October 10th. We will end this unit with a day trip to Abilene on October 13th where we will visit the Eisenhower memorial and take a ride and have lunch on an old fashioned train.

We also plan to take a day trip to the Bartlett Arboretum.  We will be learning about conservation, trees, wild life, and nature and cook our own lunch over a bonfire.

Later in the spring we will do our famous baseball interdisciplinary unit.  We conclude this unit with a two-night trip.  We are not sure yet whether we will be going to Dallas or St. Louis.  We will make this decision after the baseball schedules for each team is announced.  Wherever we go, rest assured, we will see an awesome game and stadium along with a holocaust museum and other sights of interest for our students.  More details will be sent home as soon as we have them.  It is always a great time and the kids love learning so much about our history.


Unfortunately, all these activities cost money so we have decided to bill you one time for the entire year.  You will find this bill on your September statement and you are free to pay it at your convenience.  If you have any questions please contact Ann Rai.


The WWII unit will cost $66 per student.  This cost will cover the live band, dance lessons, bus to Abilene, train ride in Abilene, and a WWII T-shirt.


The cost per student for the out of town trip will be $230.  This will include the bus, hotel, breakfasts, all tours, and the game.  The only other money needed will be for souvenirs and a couple of meals.

Your account will be billed a total of $310 to cover your student’s 7th grade expenses.  This includes our Arboretum trip and the Celebration of Learning Breakfast.   I know it will be well worth it and your student will learn so much and create lasting memories from his/her experiences.
